Eries Moreno has overcome an ongoing internal battle. It's something that, as a
psychology major, he knew as imposter syndrome — the belief that everyone else knew
more than he did and that he wouldn’t belong in a prestigious career field. But with each
opportunity he’s taken advantage of through UOG, less of his mind is occupied by
self-doubt and more is dedicated to confidence.

Moreno, a junior who is simultaneously majoring in biology as well, is part of the
BUILD EXITO program, a three-year program through Portland State University in which
students from underrepresented backgrounds in scientific research are mentored by
faculty and peers from their school to identify their research interests, learn how research
is performed and documented, and ultimately develop a research project that addresses
a health-related issue in the community.

With an interest in becoming a physician-scientist to research and improve health care
in Guam, Moreno also became involved with the UOG chapter of the American Medical
Student Association, which connected him to upperclassmen and faculty who have
offered support and guidance in finding his path.
